The effect of the Order will be to prohibit any vehicle from:

(a) entering, exiting or proceeding in (Northbound A3) Borough High Street Slip Road,
between the main connecting carriageway of Borough High Street and Southwark Street.

(b) stopping in the loading, unloading and disabled persons’ vehicles bays in Borough High
Street. between No’s 30 — 34, No’s 60 — 62, No’s 75 — 85, and No’s 107 — 111 (Eastern
Leg) between 10:00am — 12:00pm

(c) stopping in the solo motorcycle bays located in Borough High Street (Slip Road) between
No’s 54 — 58 (Western Leg) between 10:00am — 12:00pm

The prohibitions will not apply in respect of:

(a) any vehicle being used for the purposes of this event or for fire brigade, ambulance or
police purposes

(b) anything done with the permission or at the direction of a police constable in uniform or a
person authorised by the London Borough of Southwark.

(c) The Order will be effective on Sunday 9th November between the hours of 10:00am —
12:00pm

At such times as the prohibitions are in force, the alternative route for affected traffic will be
adjacent roads as applicable.
