TEMPORARY TRAFFIC RESTRICTIONS – SOMERLEYTON 
ROAD, LOUGHBOROUGH PARK AND MOORLAND ROAD

1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, to enable Thames Water 
to carry out water mains replacement works, the Council of the 
London Borough of Lambeth has made an Order, the effect of 
which will be to:

(a) temporarily prohibit vehicles from waiting, including
waiting for the purpose of loading and unloading a  
vehicle or parking in those lengths of
(i) Somerleyton Road, between its junctions with

Coldharbour Lane and Loughborough Park.
(ii) Loughborough Park, between its junctions with

Somerleyton Road and Coldharbour Lane.

(b) temporarily introduce one-way traffic systems in the
lengths of road, and in the directions specified below:

(i) Phase one – Somerleyton Road
Somerleyton Road, between its junctions with Corry
Drive and Loughborough Park, from north-west to

 south-east.
(ii) Phase two – Somerleyton Road

Somerleyton Road, between its junctions with Eaton
Drive and Corry Drive, from north-west to south-east.

(iii) Phase three – Somerleyton Road
Somerleyton Road, between its junctions with
Broughton Drive and outside the south eastern
boundary of No. 47 Eaton Drive, from north-west to  

 south-east.
(iv) Phase four – Somerleyton Road

Somerleyton Road, between its junctions with Geneva
Drive and outside the south eastern boundary of No.
46 Broughton, from north-west to south-east.

(v) Phase five – Somerleyton Road
Somerleyton Road, between its junction with the
access road fronting Southwyck House, to outside the
south-eastern boundary of No. 1 Geneva Drive, from
north-west to south-east.

(vi) Phase six – Somerleyton Road
Somerleyton Road, between its junctions with
Coldharbour Lane and the access road fronting
Southwyck House, from north-west to south-east.

(vii) Phase one – Loughborough Park
Loughborough Park, between its junction with
Somerleyton Road and outside the southern boundary
of Hartland House, from south-west to north-east.

(viii) Phase two – Loughborough Park
Loughborough Park, between outside the southern  
boundary of Hartland House and the vehicular access
to Evelyn Grace Academy, from south-west to north-east.

(ix) Phase four - Loughborough Park
Loughborough Park, between outside the south
western boundary of No. 73 Loughborough Park and
outside No. 53 Loughborough Park, from south-west to  

 north-east.
(x) Phase five – Loughborough Park

Loughborough Park, between outside the south
western boundary of No. 53 Loughborough Park and
outside the north-eastern boundary of No. 31
Loughborough Park, from south-west to north-east.

(xi) Phase six – Loughborough Park
Loughborough Park, between outside the north-eastern
boundary of No. 31 Loughborough Park, and its
junction with Coldharbour Lane, from south-west to

 north-east.

(c) temporarily prohibit vehicles from entering or
proceeding, waiting, including waiting for the purpose
of loading and unloading a vehicle or parking in those
lengths of Moorland Road, between its junctions with
Hillmead Drive and Loughborough Park:

2. Alternative routes for affected vehicles and pedestrians will
be available via:

(a) for the restrictions outlined in paragraph 1(b)(i)(ii)(iii
(iv) (v) and (vi): Loughborough Park, Moorland Road
and Coldharbour Lane

(b) for the restrictions outlined in paragraph 1(b)(vii
(viii)(ix)(x) and (xi): Moorland Road, Coldharbour Lane
and Somerleyton Road, or via Coldharbour Lane and  

 Moorland Road.
(c) for the restrictions outlined in paragraph 1(c):

Loughborough Park and Coldharbour Lane, and vice versa.

3. The restrictions specified in paragraph 1 will only apply 
at such times and to such extent as shall be indicated by the 
placing of the appropriate traffic signs. 

4. The Order will come into force on 6 April 2026 and 
continue in force for a maximum duration of 12 months, 
to allow for contingencies, or until the works have been 
completed whichever is the sooner.

BELVEDERE ROAD

1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, to enable footway and 
carriageway works, the Council of the London Borough of 
Lambeth has made an Order, the effect of which would be to:

(a) Phase one:
temporarily prohibit vehicles travelling in a south
easterly direction on the .unnamed access road
opposite No. 7 Belvedere Road, from turning right onto
Belvedere Road, so to travel in a south-westerly

 direction
(b) Phase two:

temporarily prohibit vehicles from entering or
proceeding in those lengths of Belvedere Road
between outside the northernmost pedestrian entrance
of Jubilee Gardens and outside the southernmost
pedestrian entrance of Jubilee Gardens.

2. The alternative routes for affected vehicles would be 
available via Belvedere Road, Waterloo Road, York Road and 
Chicheley Street, and vice versa. 

3. The Order would come into force on 7 April 2026 and 
would continue in force for a maximum duration of six 
month to allow for contingencies, or until the works have 
been completed whichever is the sooner.  In practice, it is 
anticipated that the works will take a total of four weeks to 
complete.

(a) temporarily prohibit vehicles from waiting or parking in
Belvedere Road between its junctions with Upper
Ground and Waterloo Bridge.

(b) temporarily prohibit vehicles from parking or waiting,
including waiting for the purpose of loading and
unloading in Cornwall Road, between its junctions with
Upper Ground and Doon Street

(c) temporarily prohibit vehicles from parking or waiting,
including waiting for the purpose of loading and
unloading in Cornwall Road, between its junctions with
Doon Street and Stamford Street.

(d) temporarily suspend the cycle lane in Belvedere Road
between its junctions with Waterloo Bridge and Upper

 Ground.

2. The alternative routes for affected cyclists will be available 
via Waterloo Bridge, Stamford Street, Cornwall Road, Upper 
Ground and Belvedere Road.

3. The Order will come into force on 7 April 2026 and will 
continue in force for a maximum duration of 8 months.

(a) temporarily prohibit buses travelling on Baylis Road in
a south-westerly direction, from turning right onto
Westminster Bridge Road so to travel in a north-  

   westerly direction.
(b) temporarily suspend the cycle lane on the south

western side of Kennington Road between its junctions  
with Cosser Street and Westminster Bridge Road

2. The alternative routes for cyclists affected by the measure 
in 1(b) above, would be available via the standard carriageway 
of Kennington Road.

3. The Order would come into force on 18 April 2026 
and would continue in force for a maximum duration of 1 
month to allow for contingencies, or until the works have 
been completed whichever is the sooner.

1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, to enable Thames Water 
to carry out water mains replacement works, the Council of 
the London Borough of Lambeth intend to make an Order, the 
effect of which would be to 

(a) temporarily prohibit vehicles from entering or
proceeding, waiting, including waiting for the purpose
of loading and unloading a vehicle or parking in the
length of Tyers Terrace between its junctions with
Vauxhall Street and St Oswald’s Place.

(b) temporarily introduce a one-way traffic system in
the lengths of Tyers Terrace between its junctions with
Vauxhall Street and St Oswald’s Place, from north-east

   to south-west.

2. The alternative route for affected cyclists by the road 
closure outlined in (1)(a) above would be available via St 
Oswald’s Place, Kennington Lane and Vauxhall Street.

3. The Order would come into force on 20 April 2026 and 
continue in force for a maximum duration of 3 months, to allow 
for contingencies, or until the works have been completed 
whichever is the sooner.  In practice, it is anticipated that the 
works will take 5 weeks to complete.

CONTINUATION OF ELECTRIC VEHICLE CHARGING PARKING PLACES INTRODUCED EXPERIMENTALLY IN VARIOUS ROADS 

(NOTE: This notice is about continuing in force permanently electric vehicle charging parking places which were initially introduced on 
an experimental basis in various locations as specified in this Notice)

1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the London Borough of Lambeth on 30 March 2026 made the Lambeth (Free 
Parking Places, Loading Places and Waiting, Loading and Stopping Restrictions) (Amendment No. 77) Order 2026 and the Lambeth 
(Charged-For Parking Places) (Amendment No. 71) Order 2026, under sections 6, 45, 46, 49 and 124 of and Part IV of Schedule 9 to 
the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended) so as to continue in force indefinitely the provisions of The Lambeth (Free Parking 
Places, Loading Places and Waiting, Loading and Stopping Restrictions) (No. 5) Experimental Traffic Order 2024 and The Lambeth 
(Charged-For Parking Places) (Amendment No. 7) Experimental Order 2024.

2. The general effect of the Orders will be:
(a) to provide:

(i) electric vehicle charging places at the locations specified in Schedule 1 to this Notice. The charging places will operate at
any time and will be available to any vehicle whilst charging, for a maximum stay period of 24 hours, with no return for 24 hours;

(ii) permit holders electric vehicle charging places at the locations specified in Schedule 2 to this Notice. The charging places
will operate at any time and will be available to resident and business permit holders of the controlled parking zone (“CPZ”)
shown in brackets next to the locations, whilst charging, for a maximum stay period of 24 hours, with no return for 24 hours.  
[Note: other types of permits that can be used in resident and business permit holders parking places within those CPZs will  
also be permitted to use these parking places whilst charging].

(b) to amend the length of parking places to accommodate the permit holders electric vehicle charging places in the locations 
specified in Schedule 2 to this Notice;

(c) in Wiltshire Road:
(i) at the rear of No. 23 Sisulu Place and outside No. 65 Wiltshire Road, convert 4.2 metres of shared use business and

resident permit holders parking place to a resident permit holder parking place which will operate on Mondays to Saturdays 
between 8:30am and 5:30pm;

(ii) opposite the north-eastern wall of No 20 St John’s Crescent, convert 5.0 metres of waiting restriction to a resident permit
holder parking place, that will operate on Mondays to Saturdays between 8:30am and 5:30pm.

(d) in Saltoun Road, revoke the car club parking place adjacent No. 2a to accommodate the installation of an electric vehicle
charging place, and an extension in length of the adjacent business permit holder parking place;

(e) in Baytree Road, convert 2.0 metres of shared use resident, business and pay by phone parking place, opposite No. 3, to a
resident permit holders parking place that will operate on Mondays to Saturdays between 8:30am and 5:30pm.

4. Any person desiring to question the validity of the Orders or of any of their provisions on the grounds that they are not within the 
powers conferred by the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, or that any requirement of that Act or of any instrument made under that 
Act has not been complied with, that person may, within 6 weeks from the date on which the Orders are made, apply for the purpose 
to the High Court.
